Letter to TAPC Congregation

As you may already know, we are preparing to leave for Zimbabwe on July 19" for a two-week learning and
service trip. Amanda’s senior pastor (who is from Zimbabwe), Rev. Chris Chikoore, will be leading the trip
through Hands-On International Ministries. We will be spending most of our time in Mutare, a city near
Zimbabwe’s eastern border with Mozambique, where we will do painting and construction at Dzobo United
Methodist Church in the mornings and lead a Vacation Bible School for up to 700 children in the afternoons.
(Yikes!) We’ll also visit Fairfield Orphanage, a street kids project in Mutare, and Africa University, and we’ll have
a few days at the very end of the trip to visit Victoria Falls and go on a day-long safari. We are very excited and a
little nervous, too!

We are secking most of all your prayers, and we would also welcome your donations to the project costs. We
have already paid for our own plane tickets and other trip expenses, but our group needs to raise about $10,000
for the costs of the project itself—to provide lunch for the hundreds of children who will come to Vacation Bible
School, to purchase craft supplies for them to use, to buy paint and construction materials for the church, and to
leave supplies for the local community. We would appreciate any amount that you can give. Checks can be made
payable to Hands-On International Ministries and can be mailed to us (2336 Nelson Hwy, Chapel Hill, NC
27517) or directly to the ministry office (916 Carnoustie Circle, Cary, NG 27511). Donations received by May
15" would be most helpful for planning and purchasing purposes.
